Club Points Day System:
On a Club Points Race Day the following system is used.

Qualifying Heats:

There are two Qualifying heats held. The Starting positions are determined by the Computer for the first Qualifier, then the second Qualifier order will be based on how you finished in the first Qualifier.

If more than ten drivers are nominated for a class they will be divided into two or more even Groups.

Points are allocated using the above table; the highest points will start from Grid 1 and so on. In case of tied Points it will go to the driver that completed the most number of laps in the shortest time.

Finals:

There are three finals. The Starting positions for the Finals are determined from the Qualifiers.

If more than ten drivers are nominated for a class they will be divided into two or more Groups.

The Winning driver will be the Driver in the ‘A Group’ with the highest accumulated points from the three finals. In case of tied Points it will go to the driver that completed the most number of laps in the shortest time.

End of Year Class Trophies:

The winning Driver will be the Driver with the highest points; the above Points Chart is used to allocate points from the positions obtained. 

Club Champion:
This is Awarded to the driver with the highest points from all competing classes.
